· offer to send gifts

· talk about sexuality

· boyfriends or girlfriend issues
· talk about abusive situations

· use slang terms

· use swear words
· talk about materialistic things (such as: IPODS,  Cars, etc)

· School Clubs/activities
· Animals
· Family
· Describe Yourself
· Favorite Foods
· Favorite Recipes
· Your Faith
· Youth Group Activities

Remember:

There is no expectation that you provide gifts or financial assistance to your pen pal.  As you may imagine, it may be tempting for someone who has very little to ask for things once they have developed a friendship with you. Remember there are several Sister-Parish activities to assist those in Kenya.
